2007 in England and Wales require permitted
waste facilities to demonstrate they employ
technically competent personnel.

Operator Competence Scheme -
Risk Tiers

Different types of facility and the waste they
accept present different levels of environmental
risk.  The  WAMITAB/CIWM  scheme
categorises them into three “risk tiers” - High,
Medium and Low.

How does this affect training”?

The higher the risk level, the more areas you
will need to demonstrate competence in:

High Risk Sites — need 12 Qualification
Credit Framework (QCF) units

Medium Risk Sites — require 6
Quialification Credit Framework (QCF) units

Low Risk Sites — must complete 4
Quialification Credit Framework (QCF)
units.

We will appoint a dedicated
assessor to mentor you through the units in
your particular qualification. You as a learmer wil
be required to build a portfolio of evidence,
much of which is done during your normal
working activities. This is then assessed
against the WAMITAB/CIWM standards.
